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This research presents the experience of co-
teaching one language course collaboratively by
English and Engineering teachers. This experience
has contributed to improving the quality of English
teaching and to enhancing learners’ communication
skills and classroom interaction. One industrial
engineering teacher and two English language
teachers experimented with this innovative teaching
experience by applying co-teaching in an ESP
course for students of engineering. The co-teaching
model used in this experiment was the "One
Teaching-One Assisting” model. This research
presents the general model of co-teaching and the
theoretical background; the procedures the teachers
followed; the meetings they held; the number of
lectures each co-teacher gave; the roles of both
teachers; a critique of the whole experience; and the
recommendations
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
